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F. Liquidated Damages

1. The Contractor and the Commission understand and mutually agree that the date to begin the Work,
the time of completion of the Work, Contract Completion Date, and the time of compietion of Punch
List Work, all as specified in the Contract, hereunder are essential conditions of this Contract. It is
further mutually understood and agreed that the Work embraced in this Contract shall be commenced
on a date fo be specified in the Notice to Proceed.

2. The Contractor agrees that said Work shall be executed regularly, diligently, and uninterruptedly at
such rate of progress as will ensure full completion thereof within the time specified. The Contractor
and the Commission understand and agree that the time for the completion of the Work described
herein is reasonable time. If the Contractor shall neglect, fail or refuse to complete the Work within
the time herein specified, or any proper extension thereof granted by the Commission, then the
Contractor and its surety do hereby agree to pay to the Commission the amount of

not as a penalty but as liquidated damages for such breach of contract as herein set forth for each and
every Day that the Contractor shall be in default after time stipulated in the Contract for completing
the Work and/or the Punch List Work.

3. The Commission may recover said hiquidated damages by deducting the amount thereof out of any
monies due or that may become due the Contractor. Liquidated damages, if any, will be calculated on
completion of the Work and submission of the Contractor’s final pay request. The amount of
iiquidated damages due to the Commission under this provision will bear compound interest at the
rate of 5% per annum, compounded monthly from the date of the Notice to Proceed to the date of
approval of a deductive change order for liquidated damages. Should the total amount of liquidated
damages due under all provisions of this Contract exceed the amount of the Commission’s retaimage,
compound interest on the amount over and above the retainage will continue to accrue until the entire
amount of liquidated damages and compound interest is paid to the Commission.

4. Completion of the Work, for the purposes of this section only, shall occur upon Substantial
Completion of all of the Work required by the Contract Documents. Completion of Punch List Work,
for the purposes of this section only, shall occur upon the Architect’s acceptance of Punch List Work.

When any architects, engineers, construction managers or other professional consultants perform
work in connection with this Contract, Professional Liability Insurance covering acts, errors, or
omissions must be maintained with limits of not less than $2,000.000. Coverage must include
contractual 1iability. W hen policies are renewed or replaced, the policy retroactive date must
coincide with, or precede, start of work on the Contract. A claims-made policy, which is not
renewed or replaced, must have an extended reporting period of two (2) years. This requirement
only applies if Architects, Engineers Program Managers or other Professional Consultants are
performing work. '

Valuable Papers

When any plans, designs, drawings, specifications and documents are produced or used under this
Contract, Valuable Papers Insurance must be maintained in an amount to insure against any loss

Property

Contractor must be responsible for all loss or damage to p ersonal property (including but not
limited to material, equipment, tools and supplies) owned, rented, or used by Contractor.

Additional Requirements

The Contractor must furnish the Public Building Commission, 50 W. Washington, Department of
Procurement, Daley Center, Room 200, Chicago, II.. 60602, original Certificates of Insurance, or
such similar evidence, to be in force on the date of this Contract, and Renewal Certificates of
Insurance, or such similar evidence, if the coverages have an expiration or renewal date occurring
during the term of this Contract. The Contractor must submit evidence of insurance to the Public
Building Commission prior to Contract award. The receipt of any certificate does not constitute
agreement by the Public Building Commission that the insurance requirements in the Contract
have been fully met or that the insurance policies indicated on the certificate are in compliance
with all Contract requirements. The failure of the Public Building Commission to obtain
certificates or other insurance evidence from Contractor is not a waiver by the Public Building
Commission of any requirements for the Contractor to obtain and maintain the specified
coverages. The Contractor must adwvise all msurers of the Contract provisions regarding
insurance. Non-conforming insurance does not relieve Contractor of the obligation to provide
msurance as specified herein. Nonfulfillment of the insurance conditions may constitute a
violation of the Contract, and the Public Building Commission retains the right to stop work until
proper evidence of insurance is provided, or the Contract may be terminated.

Commission in the event coverage is substantially changed, canceled, or non-renewed.

Any deductibles or self-insured retentions on referenced insurance coverages must be borme by

The Contractor agrees that insurers waive their rights of subrogation against the Public Building
Commission, its employees, elected officials, agents, or representatives.

The coverages and limits fumished by Contractor in no way limit the Contractor's liabilities and
responsibilities specified within the Contract or by law.

Any insurance or self-insurance programs maintained by the Public Building Commission do not
contribute with insurance provided by the Contractor under the Contract.

The required msurance to be carried is not limited by any limitations expressed in the
indemnification language in this Contract or any limitation placed on the indemmity in this
Contract given as a matter of law.

The Contractor must require all subcontractors to provide the insurance required herein, or
Contractor may provide the coverages for subcontractors. All subcontractors are subject to the
same insurance requirements of Contractor unless otherwise specified in this Contract.

If Contractor or subcontractor desire additional coverages, the party desiring the additional
coverages is responsible for the acquisition and cost.

Coverage applies to property of every kind and description
(including materials and supplies) owned by the insured and used or to be used in a
part of, or incidental to, the construction operations wherever the said property may
be located in the United States and while in transit. Tt shall also apply to property of
other used or to be used in, a part of, or incidental to the construction operations, for
which the insured may be responsible or shall, prior to any occurrence for which
claim may be made and have assumed responsibility. S ecured Jobsite W arranty,
which means, reasonable precautions shall be taken to deter theft of building
materials, vandalism and malicious mischief, and discourage access to premises by
unauthorized persons, shall apply.

Exclusions: Include but are not limited to: Water damage — Interior of buildings;
penalties for non-completion of or delay in completion of contract or non-compliance
with contract conditions; cost of making good faulty or defective workmanship,
