introduction

Thank you for your interest in bidding on this project, which is being undertaken by the Public
Building Commission of Chicago. The Public Building Commission of Chicago (hereafter, the
PBC, or Commission) is a municipal corporation with a statutory mandate to procure and
award coniracts for the construction of public buildings in the City of Chicago, and to oversee
the construction. of those public buildings until they are turned over to the user agency that
will own and operate each new facility.

This is the first page of text of, Book 1, along with Book 2, Book 2A, Book 3, and the project
drawings, all of which comprise the PBC’s construction contract. The balance of this Book 1-
provides a brief description of the project, instructions for completing and submitting your bid,
the bid pages, and the forms which must accompany your bid. Book 2 |s the Standard
Terms and Conditions of the contract. Book 2A is the Standard Terms and Conditions
Procedures Manual. Book 3 is the Technical Specifications for the work to be performed on
this project. The PBC’s architect or engineer for the project will provide the drawings and
other documents that may be necessary for you to bid on and/or perform the work. Each of
the Books, along with the drawings and any other documents prepared by the PBC, its:
architect or engineer, are Contract Documents. Collectively, the Contract Documents
comprise the Contract. The Coniract Documents are defined in Section 1 of Book 2,
Standard Terms and Conditions. The order of precedence of the Contract Documents is set
forth in Section !ll.

sealed envelope and marked in the same manner as a bid. IN ADDITION, the
envelope must state "BIB MODIFICATIONS TO SEALED PROPOSAL" on the
lower left-hand comer of the envelope in which the bid modification is enclosed,
so that the modification will be recognized to prevent its being opened prior to
scheduted public opening of bids. Telephonic or oral modifications will not be
considered. Bidders are cautioned that modifications which are not explicit and
which are in any sense subject to misinterpretation shall make the bid so
modified or amended sub '

Withdrawal Of Bids Before Bid Opening

Opening Of Bids

Evaluation of Bids
