41  GENERAL
This specification defines the requirements for a comprehensive rodent control program for 29 buildings within the former
Michael Reese Hospital campus. The Contractor shall furnish all supervision, labor, materials, and equipment necessary to
accomplish the monitoring, tfrapping and pest removal for the duration of the contract or until all buildings have been demolished.
The Contractor shall also provide detailed, site-specific recommendations for structural and procedural modfications to aid in
pest prevention.
42  PESTSINCLUDED AND EXCLUED
1. The Contractor Shall Adequately Suppress the Following Pests:
a.  Outdoor and Indoor populations of rodents.
b Qutdoor populations of potentially indoor-infesting species that are within the property boundaries of the specified
buildings.
€. Nests of stinging insects within the property boundaries of the specified buildings.
2. Populations of the Following Pests are excluded from This Contract:
a. Termites and other wood-destroying organisms.
b.  Mosquitoss.
43 INITIAL BUILDING INSPECTIONS
The Contractor shall complete a thorough, initial inspection of each building prior to the starting date of the contract. The purpose
of the initial inspections is for the Contractor to evaluate the pest control needs of all locations and to identify problem areas and
any squipment, structural features, or management practices that are contributing to pest infestations. Access to building space
shall be coordinated with the Project Manager (PM). The PM will inform the Contractor of any restrictions or areas requiring
special scheduting.
44 RODENT CONTROL PLAN
The Contractor shall submit to the Commission's Representative a Rodent Control Plan at least five {5) working days prior 1o the
starting date of the contract. The Contractor shall be on-site to perform the inifial service visit for each building within the first five
{5) working days of receipt of the Notice to Proceed from the PBC,
The Rodent Control Plan shall consist of five parts as follows:

1. The Contractor shall provide current fabels and Material Safety Data Sheets for all pesticides to be used, and brand
names of pesticide application equipment, rodent bait boxes, insect and rodent trapping devices, pest monitoring devices,
pest detection equipment, and any other pest control devices or equipment that may be used to provide service,

2. The Contractor shall describe methods and procedures to be used for identifying sites of pest harborage and access, and
for making objective assessments of pest population levels throughout the term of the contract,

1. The Contractor shall provide complete service schedules that include weekly or monthly frequency of Contractor visits,
specific day(s) of the week of Contractor visits, and approximate duration of each visit.

2. The Contractor shall describe site-specific solutions for observed sources of pest foad, water, harborage, and access.

3. The Contractor shall provide Photocopies of State-issued Commercial Certificates or Licenses for every Contractor
employee who will be performing on-site service under this contract.

The Contractor shall be réspcmsible for carrying out work according to the approved Rodent Contrel Plan, The Contractor shall
receive the concurrence of the PM prior to implementing any subsequent changes to the appraved Rodent Control Plan,
including additional or replacement pesticides and on-site service personnel.
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4.5 RECORD KEEPING

The Contractor shall be responsible for maintaining a rodent cortrol logbook or file for each building or site specified in this
contract. These records shall be maintained by the Contractor after each visit. Each logbook or file shall contain at least the
following items:

A copy of the Confractor's approved Rodent Control Plan, including labels and MSDS sheets for all chemicals used in the
building, brand names of all rodent controi devices and equipment used in the building, and the Contracior's service
schedule for the building.

Field Office copies of the Contractor's Service Report shall be maintained by the Contractor recording the service that is
required to be preformed. These reports will be used to advise the Contractor of routine service requests and to
document the performance of all work, including emergency work. Upon completion of a service visit to each building on
site, the Contractor's employee performing the service shall complete, sign, and date the log.

Customer copies of the Contractor's Service Report Form, docUmenting all information on pesticide application required
by statute in the jurisdiction where service is actually performed.

The Contractor shall perform routine rodent control services that do not adversely affect tenant health or productivity
during the regular hours of operation in buikiings. When it is necessary to perform work outside of the regularly scheduled
service time set forth in the Rodent Control Plan, the Contractor shall notify the PM at least ane (1) day in advance.

Safety and Health;

a.  The Contractor shall observe all safety precautions throughout the performance of this contract. Al work shall be in
strict accordance with all applicable Federal, state, and local safety and health requirements. Where there is a
conflict between applicable regulations, the mast stringent will apply.

b. The Contractor shall assume full responsibility and liability for compliance with all applicable regulations pertaining to
the heaith and safety of personne! during the execution of work.

Certain areas within some buildings may require special instructions for persons entering them. Any restrictions
associated with these special areas will be explained by the PM. The Contractor shall adhere to these restrictions and
incorporate them into the Rodent Control Plan,

All Contractor personnel working in or around buildings specified in this contract shall wear distinctive uniform clothing.
The Contractor shall determine the need for and provide any personal protective items required for the safe performance
of work. Protective clothing, equipment, and devices shall, as a minimum, conform ta U.S. Qctupational Safety and
Health Administration (OSHA) standards for the products being used.

Vehicles used by the Contractor shalf be identified in accordance with state and local regulations.

4.7 SPECIAL REQUESTS AND EMERGENCY SERVICE

On occasion, the PM may request that the Contractor perform corrective, special, or emergency service(s) that are beyond
routine service requests. The Contractor shall respond to these exceptional circumstances and complete the necessary work
within three (3) hours after receipt of the request.

48  RODENT CONTROL

As a general rule, rodent control inside buildings shall be accomplished with trapping devices only. Al such devices shall
be concealed out of the general view and in protected areas so as not to be affected by routine cleaning and other
operations. Trapping devices shall be checked on a schedule approved by the PM. The Contractor shall be respongible
for disposing of all trapped rodents and all rodent carcasses in an appropriate manner.

2. All bait boxes shall be maintained in accordance with EPA regulations, with an emphasis on the safety of non-target
organisms. The Confractor shall adhere to the following five points:
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a. Al bait boxes shall be placed out of the general view, in locations where they will not be disturbed by routine

Each Bidder shall fumish proof of its ability to provide the insurance required by the Contract with its bid. With respect to the

ADDITIONAL REQUIREMENTS

Contractor must furnish the Public Building Commission Procurement Department, Richard J. Daley Center, Room 200,
Chicago, IL 80602, original Certificates of Insurance, or such similar evidence, fo be in force on the date of this Contract, and
Renewal Certificates of Insurance, or such similar evidence, if any insurance policy has an expiration or renewal date
occuming during the term of this Contract. The Contractor must submit evidence of insurance to the Public Building
Commission prior to Contract award. The receipt of any cerfificate does not constitute agreement by the Commission that the
insurance requirements in the Contract have been fully met or that the insurance policies indicated on the certificate are in
compliance with all Contract requirements. The failure of the Commission to obtain certificates or other insurance evidence
from Confractor is not a waiver by the Commission of any requirements for the Contractor to obtain and maintain the specified
insurance.
