INTERPRETATIONS OR ADDENDA

The Commission will not fumnish oral interpretations of Contract Documents. If an
interpretation is desired by a prospective Bidder, the interpretation should be requested in a
letter addressed to the Owner’s Representative named in the Advertisement for Bids. Any
inquiry received ten (10) or more days prior to the date fixed for opening of bids will be
considered. Every interpretation or revision will be in the form of an addendum to the
Contract Documents and, when issued, will be on file in the office of the Commission at
least five (5) days before bids are opened. Although all addenda will be mailed to each
person obtaining Contract Documents, it shall be the Bidder's responsibility to inquire as
to the addenda issued. All such addenda shall become part of the Contract and attached
thereto and all Bidders shall be bound by such addenda, whether or not received by the
Bidders.

If any such differences or conflicts are not called to the Owner’s Representative’s attention
ten (10) days or more prior to submission of bids, the Owner’s Representative shall decide
which of the conflicting requirements will govern, and the Contractor shall perform the work
at no additional cost to the Commission in accordance with the decision of the Owner’s
Representative.

INSPECTION OF SITE

Each Bidder should inspect the site to become familiar with the conditions relating to the work to be
performed, the facilities involved and the difficulties and restrictions attending the performance of this
Contract. Failure of the Bidder to visit the site shall not relieve or alter the Bidder’s responsibility of
completing the work as set forth in the contract documents.

Bidders are strongly encouraged to attend the Pre-bid meeting.

BIDS

Residency shall be enclosed in two (2) envelopes (outer and inner), both of which shall be
sealed and clearly labeled, with "Bid Documents,” the Contract number, name of Bidder, and
date and time of opening.

Written modifications of bids will be considered only if received prior to the time stated for
receipt of Proposals and provided "BID MODIFICATIONS TO SEALED PROPOSAL" is
marked on the lower left-hand corner of the envelope in which the bid modification is
enclosed so that the modification will be recognized to prevent its being opened prior to
scheduled public opening of bids. Telephonic or oral modifications will not be considered.

The Commission may consider as irregular and at its option reject any bid on which there is
an alteration of or departure from the bid form hereto attached.

The Commission has purchased and will maintain the insurance coverages described in SC-4
A. for the Commission, the Contractor and the Contractor's Subcontractor’s of any tier as
Named Insureds in an Owner Controlled Insurance Program ("Wrap-up Program"). The
Contractor and the Contractor's Subcontractor’s of any tier shall be solely responsible for the
procurement and cost of any additional coverage or limits of liability identified in SC-4 B.
and SC-5 through SC-9 as applicable. The Bid shall be prepared accordingly. Furthermore,
in accordance with SC-4 A. 2, the successful Bidder and its Subcontractor’s of any tier shall
be required to fully complete an insurance credit worksheet to provide the estimated
insurance credit due fo participation in the Wrap-up Program and to provide the necessary
back-up material to support the credits provided. All estimated insurance credits will be
adjusted based upon actual exposures as determined by audit.

BID GUARANTEE

The Bid must be accompanied by a bid guarantee in the amount set forth in the
Advertisement for Bids to ensure:

1. Non-withdrawal of the bid after date and time of opening.

2. Execution of the Contract and the furnishing of the Performance and Payment Bond and
evidence of the required insurance coverage by the successful Bidder, all as required by
the Contract Documents.

The guarantee shall be made by bid bond, certified check or cashier's check payable to the
order of the Public Building Commission of Chicago. No bid will be considered unless it is
accompanied by the required guarantee. Cash deposits will not be accepted.

The certified checks or cashier’s checks of unsuccessful Bidders will be returned as soon as
practicable after the opening of the bids; however, the checks of the three (3) lowest Bidders
shall be retained until the Commission awards the Contract to one of them, or for any reason
rejects all bids.

Each Bidder shall execute an affidavit, in the form provided, to the effect that the Bidder has not colluded
with any other person, firm or corporation in regard to any bid submitted. Such affidavit shall be
attached to the bid.

BD-3-7 PRE-QUALIFICATION OF BIDDERS

The Commission has heretofore issued Invitations to Pre-Qualify (ITPQ) for the purpose of approving
the qualifications of firms to perform work on certain projects of the Commission. Responses to the
ITPQ were evaluated by the Commission on the basis of the firm’s experience and past performance,
technical qualifications, organization and equipment, financial resources, bonding and insurance capacity
and other factors deemed relevant by the Commission. Notice of pre-qualification has been provided by
the Commission to all firms approved as “pre-qualified”, and only firms that have received notification of
pre-qualification are eligible to bid on this Contract. Moreover, a firm that has been pre-qualified as a
separate entity (e.g. sole proprietor, partnership or corporation) is not eligible to submit a bid for this
Contract as a joint venture with another pre-qualified firm.

The Commission reserves the right to take such steps as it deems necessary to determine the continuing
qualifications of the Bidder to adequately perform the requirements of the Contract, and the Bidder shall
furnish to the Commuission all information and data requested for this purpose, including completed form
BD-4 (¢) (Statement of Contractor’s Qualifications) provided with these bid instructions. Failure of the
Bidder to cooperate with the Commission in its investigation or submit any additional documents
requested by the Commission shall be grounds for disqualification.

BD-3-8 MBE AND WBE REQUIREMENTS

Each Bidder shall submit with its Proposal an affidavit describing the extent to which Minority Business
Enterprise ("MBE™) and Women Business Enterprise ("WBE") firms will participate in the Contract
along with supporting documents. For a detailed discussion of the MBE/WBE requirements for this
Contract and documents to be provided, the Bidder’s attention is directed to SC-12, Special Conditions
regarding MBE/WBE Utilization.

BD-3-9 EMPLOYMENT AND PAYMENT

a. The Contractor will be required to comply with all laws with respect to the employment of
labor and payment of local prevailing wage rates.

b. Nondiscrimination. The Contractor agrees that in performing this agreement Contractor will
not discriminate against any worker, employee, applicant for employment, or any member of
the public, because of race, color, creed, national origin, gender, age, or disability, or
otherwise commit an unfair labor practice. Contractor certifies that he/she is familiar with,
and will comply with, all applicable provisions of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, 28 U.S.C. §
1447, 42 U.S.C. §§ 1971, 19752-1975d, 2000a to 2000h-6 (1992); the Age Discrimination in
Employment Act of 1967, 29 U.S.C. §§ 623-634 (1992); the Americans with Disabilities Act
of 1990, 29 U.S.C. § 706, 42 U.S.C. §§ 12101-12213, 47 US.C. §§ 152, 221, 225, 611
(1992); 41 C.F.R. § 60 (1992); 41 C.F.R. § 60 (1992); reprinted in 42 U.S.C. 2000(e) note, as
amended by Executive Order No. 11,375 32 Fed. Reg. 14,303 (1967) and by Executive Order
No. 12,086, 43 Fed. Reg. 46,501 (1978); the Age Discrimination Act, 43 U.S.C. Sec. 6101-
6106 (1981); P.L. 101-336; 41 C.F.R. part 60 ef seq. (1990). The Ilinois Human Rights Act,

reports and information as may be requested by the Commission, the Illinois Department of
Human Relations, or any other administrative or governmental entity overseeing the
enforcement, administration, or compliance with the above mentioned laws and regulations.

Employment procedures;  Preferences and compliances. Salaries of employees of
Contractor, performing work under this agreement, shall be paid unconditionally, and not
less often than once a month, without deduction or rebate on any account except such payroll
deductions as are mandatory or permitted by applicable law or regulations. Contractor
certifies that he/she is familiar with, and will comply with, all applicable provisions of 8§20
ILCS 130/0.01 through 130/12 thereof (Prevailing Wage Act), 30 ILCS 570/1 through 570/7
(Employment of Illinois Workers on Public Works Act) and 30 ILCS 560/0.01 through 560/7
(Public Works Preference Act). The Contractor shall also comply with all applicable "Anti-
Kickback" laws and regulations, including the "Anti-Kickback" Act of June 13, 1934 (48
Stat. 948; 62 Stat. 740; 63 Stat. 108; 18 U.S.C. § 874; 40 U.S.C. § 276¢) and the Illinois
Criminal Code of 1961 720 ILCS 5/33E-1 et. seq. If, in the performance of this agreement,
there is any direct or indirect "kick-back", as defined in any of the above mentioned laws and
regulations, the Commission may withhold from the Contractor, out of payments due to the
Contractor, an amount sufficient to pay any underpaid employees the difference between the
salaries required hereby to be paid and the salaries actually paid such employees for the total
number of hours worked. The amounts withheld may be disbursed by the Commission for
and on account of the Contractor to the respective employees to whom they are due, as
determined by the Commission in its sole discretion.

Compliance with Policies Concerning MBE and WBE. Without limiting the generality of
the requirements of the policies of the Commission referred to in paragraph 2 above, the

Contractor agrees to use its best efforts to utilize minority business enterprises for not less
than twenty-five percent (25%) and women business enterprises for not less than five percent
(5%) of the Services, in accordance with the Resolution passed by the Board of
Commissioners of the Commission on February 11, 1992, concerning participation of
minority business enterprises and women business enterprises on contracts awarded by the
Commission and to furnish to the Commission, such reports and other information
concerning compliance with such Resolution as may be requested by the Commission from
time to time.

TIME FOR RECEIVING BIDS
Bids received prior to the advertised hour of opening will be securely kept.

Bidders are cautioned that modifications which are not explicit and which are in any sense
subject to misinterpretation shail make the bid so modified or amended subject to rejection.

OPENING OF BIDS

BD-3-12 WITHDRAWAL OF BIDS BEFORE BID OPENING

Any Bidder may withdraw its bid by letter, facsimile or telegraphic request or, with proper identification,
by personally securing the submitted bid proposal at any time prior to the time fixed for opening of bids.
Telephonic request to withdraw a bid will not be considered.

BD-3-13 AWARD OF CONTRACT; REJECTION OF BIDS

The Contract will be awarded to the responsible Bidder submitting the lowest Award Criteria, as defined
herein, complying with the conditions set forth in the Contract Documents. The Bidder to whom the
award is made will be notified at the earliest possible date. The Commission, however, reserves the right
to reject any and all bids and to waive any informality in bids received whenever it determines such
rejection or waiver is in its interest.

BD-3-14 EXECUTION OF CONTRACT; BOND AND INSURANCE

a. Subsequent to the award, and within five (5) days after the Contract is presented for
signature, the successful Bidder shall execute and deliver to the Commission the Contract,
the Performance and Payment Bond in the form included in the Contract Documents and
evidence of the required insurance coverage.

b. The Performance and Payment Bond shall be in the form herein and in the full amount of the
Base Contract Price and shall be security for the faithful performance of the Contract and
payment of all persons, firms, or corporations to whom the Contractor may become legally
indebted for labor, material, facilities or services of any nature, employed or used by it in
performing the Work. The current power of attorney for the persons who sign for any surety
company shall be attached to such bond. Such power of attorney shall be sealed and certified
with a "first hand signature” by an officer of the surety. A facsimile signature will not be
accepted by the Commission. The Commission reserves the right to approve the surety
company.

c. The failure of the successful Bidder to execute such Contract or to supply the required
Performance and Payment Bond or evidence of the required insurance coverage within five
(5) days after the Contract is presented for signature, or within such extended period as the
Commission may grant based upon reasons determined sufficient by the Commission, shalt
constitute a default and the Commission may either award the Contract to the next lowest
responsible bidder or re-advertise for bids. The difference between the amount of its bid and
the amount for which a contract for the work is subsequently executed may be charged
against the Bidder, irrespective of whether the amount thus due exceeds the amount of the
bid security. If a more favorable bid is received by re-advertising, the defaulting Bidder shall

have no claim against the Commission for a refund. Because of the difficulty of ascertaining
the damage caused to the Commission, such sum shall be considered liquidated damages and
shall not constitute a penalty. The election by the Commission to grant an extension to the
period allowed for the bidder to execute such contract, provide an acceptable performance
and payment bond or evidence of insurance coverage, shall not entitle the bidder to an
extension of time required to complete the work.

To promote the intended goal of affirmative action and maximize the use of minority personnel on this
project, the Public Building Commission of Chicago has established the Award Criteria formula for the
purpose of evaluating proposals and awarding the contract. A contract in the amount of the total Base
Bid or Base Contract Price will be awarded to the responsible bidder with the lowest Award Criteria
Figure. The Public Building Commission of Chicago reserves the right to check all calculations for
correctness. The fuifillment of the Award Criteria does not abrogate the responsibilities of the contractor
to comply with federal and state requirements under the Equal Employment Act and the Illinois Human
Rights Act.

INSTRUCTIONS

The Bidder shall complete the Award Criteria Formula and transfer the final Award Criteria Figure -
Line 15 to the space provided on the itemized proposal sheet. Failure to complete the formula may be
cause for rejection of the Bidder’s proposal. The successful bidder will be held responsible for adhering
to the figures submitted in Lines 1, 2, 4, 6, 10 and 12 during construction of the project.

Lines 2, 4 and 6 in the formula shall not be greater than fifty percent (50%) in each category for the
purpose only of determining award of the contract. Similarly, lines 8, 10 and 12 shall not be greater than
ten (10%) percent in each category for the purpose of award criteria only. The fifty percent (50%) and
ten percent (10%) goals are not intended to restrict the total number of minority and female employees to
be used on the project, but only to establish limiting figures for use in the formula.
