approved by the Board of Commissioners on January 11, 2011. George Blakemore provided
comments regarding the need to provide more jobs and contracts for African Americans on
public construction projects and the employment of various minority groups on public
construction projects. Kenneth Newman provided comments regarding the need for enhanced
track and field facilities at the Morgan Park High School and Michelle Clark School, as well as
observations that he had made regarding track and field facilities at several Chicago Public
Schools.

Next, Chairman Emanuel presented to the Board of Commissioners for consideration of
approval the minutes of the meetings held on November 14, 2017. The reading of said minutes,
which had previously been distributed, was dispensed with and upon motion duly made and
seconded, the minutes of the November 14, 2017 were unanimously approved.

The next item on the agenda was a report by Commissioner Maldonado regarding the
Administrative Operations (AO) Committee meeting held on November 30, 2017 which is
summarized as follows:

The Executive Director provided a report on bid openings for two school projects.

The Chief of Staff reported on the following task order awards for Specialty Consultant
and Architect of Record services:

J A task order award for Material Testing services to GSG Material Testing, Inc., a
Minority Business Enterprise firm, in the sum of $256,850 for the Dore
Elementary School Project.

o A task order award for Architect of Record services to Wallin/Gomez Architects,
Ltd., a Minority Business Enterprise firm, in the sum of $52,000 for the Columbia
Explorers Academy Modular Project.

o A task order award for Architect of Record services to STL Architects, a Minority

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The Chief of Staff reported on the following amendments:
